The Trajectory of Social Inequality in Ancient Mesopotamia

Early complex societies, by definition, are characterized by a ruling elite whose
organizational abilities are associated with the development of cities or administrative centers,
monumental public buildings, full- time craft specialists, and a bureaucracy to maintain the
system. All early civilizations manifest the elaborate public buildings that housed the elites and
enabled the bureaucracy to manage these large sociopolitical systems. The question posed here is
whether this was universally accompanied by the types of grinding inequality that characterize
modern society and is especially reflected in health, stature, and housing to this day...

Houses

Densely settled urban centers date back to the fourth millennium, but most excavations of
these early cities have focused on public rather than private areas. Archaeologists continued to
privilege public architecture over domestic remains dating to the late third millennium, but a few
extensive domestic areas were also investigated. The best record for domestic architecture dates
to the early second millennium BCE, when abundant excavated architectural and artifactual
evidence is supplemented by cuneiform tablets left in some of the houses of the southernmost
cities as they were abandoned in the face of an abrupt shift of the major watercourses.

The recovery of private documents in household contexts is rare in other periods of the
Mesopotamian sequence, and such documents are not available to students of other early
complex societies. At early second-millennium Ur and Nippur, these data provide a window into
the life histories of families living in neighborhoods that accommodated different occupational
groups: at Ur, one area was occupied by entrepreneurs and another by priests; and at Nippur, one
area was occupied by administrators and the other by small-scale farmers. Yet even as the texts
define differences in occupation, the archaeological remains of the dense blocks of houses
sharing party walls manifest very little differentiation between neighborhoods.

As indicated above, individual houses expanded and contracted, being broken up at the
death of the paterfamilias and recombined through sale and exchange between heirs and
neighbors. House size therefore likely re’ected a combination of household maturity and
household wealth, although these two variables then, as indeed today, were linked. Although the
houses were generally small and the neighborhoods crowded, private documents indicate that
families often received income from temples and/or owned small date orchards and sometimes
agricultural fields. It seems likely that their sons made up part of the agricultural workforce on
state lands and were compensated by monthly payments of 60 liters of barley per month 4000 —
5000 calories per day). Broad literacy, at least in the early second millennium, is attested by the




presence of scribal schools in most excavated domestic areas and the preservation of school texts
in the houses.

These data provide a window into the social conditions that underlay the long trajectory
of domestic architecture in Mesopotamia. The low to moderate levels of social differentiation
and residential variability can be seen in the archaeological remains of domestic areas at Ur and
Nippur dating to the early second millennium and in the private documents found within them,
and these can serve as a benchmark against which housing in other contemporary towns and
cities - as well as those dating to other periods in Mesopotamian history - can be compared.

Ancient Smellscapes

Ramses VI faced a smelly challenge when he became Egypt’s king in 1145 B.C. The new
pharaoh’s first job was to rid the land of the stench of fish and birds, denizens of the Nile Delta’s
fetid swamps.

That, at any rate, was the instruction in a hymn written to Ramses VI upon his ascension
to the throne. Some smells were considered far worse than others in the land of the pharaohs.
Surviving written accounts indicate that, perhaps unsurprisingly, residents of ancient Egyptian
cities encountered a wide array of nice and nasty odors. Depending on the neighborhood, citizens
inhaled smells of sweat, disease, cooking meat, incense, trees and flowers

“The written sources demonstrate that ancient Egyptians lived in a rich olfactory world,”
says Egyptologist Dora Goldsmith of Freie Universitit Berlin. A full grasp of ancient Egyptian
culture requires a comprehensive examination of how pharaohs and their subjects made sense of
their lives through smell, she contends. No such study has been conducted.

Rare projects have re-created what people may have heard thousands of years ago at sites
such as Stonehenge (SN: 9/26/20, p. 14). Piecing together, much less re-creating, the olfactory
landscapes, or smellscapes, of long-ago places has attracted even less scholarly curiosity.
Ancient cities in Egypt and elsewhere have been presented as “colorful and monumental, but
odorless and sterile,” Goldsmith says.

Changes are in the air, though. Some archaeologists are sniffing out odor molecules from
artifacts found at dig sites and held in museums. Others are poring over ancient texts for
references to perfume recipes and have even cooked up a scent much like one presumably
favored by Cleopatra. In studying and reviving scents of the past, these researchers aim to
understand how ancient people experienced, and interpreted, their worlds through smell.

Der Erste Weltkrieg in der Gewaltgeschichte des 20. Jahrhunderts In den vierjdhrigen
Kimpfen des Ersten Weltkriegs verloren {iber 9 Millionen Soldaten ihr Leben, tiber 15 Millionen
wurden verwundet.

Massensterbens.

Die Gewalterfahrungen des Krieges Wie verbreitet die Kriegsbegeisterung im August
1914 tatsdchlich war, ist neuerdings fraglich geworden. Doch unabhingig davon, wie viele
Soldaten auf ein umfassendes Erneuerungserlebnis hofften, wie viele allein aus patriotischer
Entschlossenheit zu den Fahnen eilten oder nur dem Zwang des Gestellungsbefehls folgten — die
meisten erwarteten einen Krieg, der nach wenigen Wochen oder allenfalls Monaten voriiber sein
und dem Muster der deutschen Einigungskriege folgen wiirde.

Julikrise und Kriegsschuld — Thesen und Stand der Forschung

Am 28. Juni 1914 wurden der Osterreichisch-ungarische Thronfolger Erzherzog Franz
Ferdinand und seine Frau Sophie von einem jungen bosnischen Serben namens Gavrilo Princip
erschossen. Dieses Attentat war der Ausloser fiir eine internationale Krise, die Anfang August
1914 in den von vielen Zeitgenossen schon lange befiirchteten Krieg zwischen den GroBméchten
miindete. Der Tod eines Mannes in Sarajevo sollte zum Tod von Millionen Menschen im Ersten

Weltkrieg fiihren. Und dieser war mit dem Friedensschluss von 1919 nicht wirklich beendet.
Manche Historiker sehen in thm sogar nur den ersten Teil eines neuen Dreiffigjdhrigen Krieges,
der erst mit der totalen Niederlage Deutschlands 1945 endete. In den Juliwochen 1914, der
sogenannten Julikrise, wurde in den Hauptstidten der GroBmaichte iiber Krieg und Frieden
entschieden. Diese Entscheidungen waren pragend fiir das gesamte 20. Jahrhundert. Daher ist es
sicherlich auch gerechtfertigt, in diesem Krieg die "Urkatastrophe™ jenes Jahrhunderts zu sehen,
wie es der amerikanische Diplomat George Kennan formulierte.

Aber warum kam es iiberhaupt zu dieser Katastrophe? Seit hundert Jahren streiten sich
Historiker, Politiker und die informierte Offentlichkeit dariiber, wer fiir den Krieg verantwortlich
war. Dabei schien diese Frage nach dem Kriegsende 1918 — zumindest fiir die Sieger — zunichst
leicht zu beantworten. Deutschland und seine Verbiindeten waren es, die den Krieg absichtlich
vom Zaun gebrochen hatten und jetzt fiir dieses Verbrechen bestraft werden mussten.

Les travaux de Braudel, de Le Goff, sur
les techniques, le travail ou I'univers mental de ces hommes n'ont-ils donc servi a rien pour qu'on
continue a peindre de couleurs sombres, violentes et vulgaires, un age qui aura pourtant créé en
partie le monde dont nous avons hérité ? Il ne s'agit pas de repeindre tout en rose, mais alors que
les défaitistes prédisent la mort de 1'Europe, le XVe siécle, comme on le verra, raconte le
formidable sursaut de ce continent exsangue et enfermé. Des raisons d'espérer.

Le Moyen Age, c'est aussi l'invention de 'homme moderne, de la conscience de soi, de
l'intériorité, de la banque, du réseau universitaire... « Il y a bien au moins dix fagons de réver le
Moyen Age », écrivait Umberto Eco dans sa preface aux Ecrits sur la pensée au Moyen Age
(éditions Grasset, 2016), rassemblant tous ses textes concernant cette période sur laquelle on a
commencé a réver deés qu'elle fut achevée, « entre la conquéte de 1'Amérique et la prise de
Grenade », c'est-a-dire, évidemment, en 1492. L'humanité se serait-elle réveillée en s'écriant : «
On se sent tous soulagés, le Moyen Age est terminé. » Dans cette longue préface, Eco établit la
distinction entre notre rapport a l'Antiquité et celui au Moyen Age. La premiére, on la

reconstitue, on la fouille, on en nettoie les ruines avant de les visiter et de les contempler. Méme
les grands textes de Platon ou d'Aristote, on s'en sert, précise-t-il, en passant par les
commentateurs médiévaux, de la Tradition. Le Moyen Age, par contre, on le « rafistole ». On
rafistole la banque, on rafistole la commune, créations de ce temps-la, non pour les contempler,
mais pour continuer a les habiter, comme on habite Notre-Dame ou telle église romane pour
entendre la messe. On les rafistole pour en faire toujours usage. C'est donc un lien bien plus
intime, actif avec cette période qui constitue le creuset de I'Europe et de la civilisation moderne.
« Epoque de transition, de pluralité et de pluralisme aussi » ou toutes les cartes sont rebattues, ol
se cotoient grandes pénuries et grandes inventions, ou se préfigurent de nouveaux modes de vie
dont nous présentons certains. Mille pratiques auxquelles nous recourons sans savoir, ingrats que
nous sommes, ce que nous lui devons, alors, que souligne Eco, nous sommes si proches de ce
Moyen Age par cette méme voracité encyclopédique.

Pas question de supprimer le latin

Vers 1254, Robert de Sorbon fonde le Collége de Sorbonne ou les étudiants, miséreux ou
non, ne sont plus en prise aux difficultés matérielles.

Au Moyen Age, le latin constitue encore un formidable outil de promotion sociale. Dans
les campagnes, ce sont souvent les curés qui donnent les rudiments de la culture aux enfants et
qui sélectionnent les meilleurs. Tel ce Robert, fils de paysans implantés a Sorbon dans les
Ardennes, qui, aprés ses études a Paris, devient le propre confesseur de Saint Louis et fonde,
avec l'argent du roi, un collége destiné a loger 32 étudiants pauvres (1257). Depuis 1200, en
effet, les écoles parisiennes se sont regroupées selon un schéma corporatif dans une Universitas
magistrorum et scholarium Parisiensium (l'ensemble des maitres et des ¢éleves de Paris). Cette
université attire des étudiants de I'Europe entiére, et ils sont si nombreux Rive gauche qu'on parle
désormais d'un « quartier latin » (le latin y sert de langue véhiculaire).

On entame ses études vers 14 ans avec la « faculté¢ des arts » (un enseignement
généraliste) et on les poursuit ensuite avec le droit, la médecine, la théologie. C'est un systéme a
vocation résolument européenne : au XVe siécle, on compte une soixantaine d'universités sur le
continent ; elles fonctionnent toutes sur le méme mode et délivrent des diplomes partout
reconnus.
